Soth lives at the northern end of the river and deliberately tried to avoid the large cities and 
centres of industry. 
 
"I see poetry," he says, "as the medium most similar to photography… or at least the photography 
I pursue." 
 
His upbringing, in the Midwest, makes his photographs more "dark and lonely" than optimistic, he 
says. 
 

 
Religion is often present in Soth's photographs, as it is in the lives of many who live along the 
Mississippi.
