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“It's like a Walter de Maria meets Michael Heizer,” Littman says of this sculpture
by the Mexican artist Jose Davila, which has “post-Modern, Minimalist
sensibilities”. Made of two concrete volumes sandwiching a boulder, wrapped
with a canvas strap, “it looks like it will fall apart, but obviously it's a perfectly
structurally sound object”.
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
