For almost 40 years, James Casebere (b. 1953) has devised illusory table-top models, 
creating thought-provoking and visually deceptive photographs. The works in On the 
Water’s Edge are flooded pavilions. Rendered in vibrant colours, the geometric 
structures stand surrounded by inky pools. The works are about adaptation, ingenuity 
and optimism in the face of impending crisis. “These things could be rising out of the 
water like the first creatures to emerge from the sea and live on solid ground,” Casebere 
notes.
